B.F. NORTON -   1 Little league field (Broad Street behind B.F. Norton School) playground;  2 ACRES
    
BERKELEY OVAL 1 Babe Ruth Field (at bottom of Martin Street next to Animal Shelter)   
Martin Street is off of Mendon Road by Davenport’s Restaurant/Boys+Girls Club 5 ACRES 
 
TUCKER FIELD - 1 Baseball Field, 1 Softball Field, 1 Soccer Field, 1 Football Field, and 4 Tennis Courts. 
Running trails. 
(On Mendon Road across from C.H.S.)   126.5 ACRES 
 
C.H.S. FARM DRIVE - 1 little league field (also used for C.H.S. Girls softball team)    
1 BASEBALL FIELD - C.H.S. baseball/football practice field  2 ACRES

ASHTON SCHOOL - 1 little league/instructional field (Scott Road next to Ashton School) playground

2.  Monastery - picnic areas, walking/jogging trail, outdoor stage, playground,  
 veteran’s memorial, restroom building, and 480+acres of open space.  482 ACRES 
 
3.  Fanning Wilderness Area - approximately 40 acres of wilderness/open space  
 areas, which is part of the Blackstone River Valley National Heritage  
 Corridor.          40 ACRES 
 
4.  Valley Falls Heritage Park - 2.4 acre historical site which has a picnic area and 
 educational interpretive panels.  This is also part of the Blackstone River 
 Valley National Heritage Corridor.      2.52 ACRES 
 
5.  Moran Family Park- 1/2 acre park with a passive recreation area and stone wall 
 for seating.           0.5 ACRES 
 
6.  Blackstone Memorial Park- 1/4 acre historic park in honor of William  Blackstone the founder of 
Boston and first white settler in Rhode Island.      0.25 ACRES 
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
